Michelin/BEMSEE Prize fund 2010

Q: What Classes are eligible for the 2010 Michelin prize fund?
A: Michelin will be the sole tyre sponsor for the following five series:
MRO Superteens

MRO Minitwins

BMCRC Minitwins Rookie/Junior

BMCRC Rookie Open
MRO StockSport 600.

Q: 1 will take part in one of those Michelin series, so what do | need to do to make myself
eligible for the prize fund?

A: You need to agree to use Michelin Power One tyres for the 2010 BEMSEE season in one of those
five series. You will need to obtain, complete and sign the Michelin Prize Registration form before you
can begin to claim any prizes.

The registration forms are available from the Protyre Motorsport truck.

Q: Do | have to buy my Michelin Power One tyres from Protyre Motorsport to be eligible for the
Prize fund?

A: Simple answer is no, you are free to buy your Michelin Power One tyres from any source.

Q: What are the prizes?

A: For each Championship round of the five Michelin series the following tyre prizes will be awarded
based on your combined point’s results from both your Sunday races:

For Michelin riders who have signed the Prize Fund registration form and who finish in the top 10 in
the overall classification in each of the five Michelin sponsored series:

The Top Michelin finisher can claim a FOC Power One rear tyre
The Second highest Michelin Finisher can claim a FOC Power One front tyre

The Fastest Michelin “Racing” lap (qualifying excluded) can claim a FOC Power One front tyre




Q: How do | claim my prize?

A: During the week after the event the BEMSEE Office will calculate results and publish the winners
on bemsee.net. Your voucher will be either posted to you or available for collection from the Race
Office at your next meeting. Michelin will advise the Office of all “registered” riders.

Once you have your voucher from BEMSEE simply take it to the Protyre Motorsport truck and they will
exchange it for the appropriate Power One prize tyre.

Q: What about End of season?

A: Cash prizes will be awarded to top three highest Michelin finishers in each class of the five
Michelin series:

To be eligible you must have continued to use Michelin tyres throughout the 2010 BEMSEE
championship in one of the five Michelin classes and you must have finished in top 5 overall
championship standings in your respective class.

The highest Michelin rider who finishes in top 5 overall championship results will win £300
Second highest Michelin rider who finishes in top 5 overall championship results wins £200

Third highest Michelin rider who finishes in top 5 overall championship result will wins £100

The cash prizes will be awarded at the BEMSEE Annual Presentation Dinner/Dance at the end
of November
