• I agree that the Medics attending me may record details of any injuries I may suffer during 
participation in the activity and pass these to the Organiser. 

• I will ensure that at all times I take proper care and ride within my limitations.

the activity if it considers my actions to be dangerous or detrimental to other participants in 
the activity.
